Have you heard? 
On Friday, January 20, “Kathleen Sebelius, Health and Human 

Services Director, decreed that a religious organization (like a 

Church) that offers health insurance to its employees will be 

forced to cover contraceptives (some of which can cause an 

abortion) and sterilizations, free of charge, even if it believes in 

conscience that these are morally objectionable. 
 

Sebelius went so far as to say that she believes that this 

decree “strikes the appropriate balance between respecting 

religious freedom and increasing access to important 

preventive services.” But how can you speak of balance when 

the result is taking away religious liberty and conscience 

protection?” From Bishop Jackels homily of January 22-23. 
 

This news should have all Catholics, and many others, very 

worried. There is an answer to this attack on our religious 

freedom. The “Respect for Rights of Conscience Act,” now 

before Congress, is more important than ever before. All 

Catholics need to support its passage. All Christians should 

join us by praying for a return to justice and by visiting 

www.usccb.org/conscience to begin contacting their 

representatives and senators. It only takes a few moments, 

but may have long lasting effects. (For Bishop Jackels 

complete remarks, please see the parish website.
