Committee Reports

a. President

President Lunkowitz reported Charles Lunkowitz has agreed to serve as Vice President of PTO.  Mr. Angelo reported parent, Jordan Kiefer has volunteered to serve on the PTO board.

b. Activities 

Melissa White reported on several activities:

1.   The annual roller skating event will be October 9, 2011 from 4:30 – 6:30 p.m. at Carousel Skating Rink on West St. The cost is $4.50 per person.  Our goal is to get $100 to 150 persons in attendance.

2. Respect Life Sunday- Plans are underway to partner with Magdalen Catholic School on the Respect Life Chain events.  The tentative date is October 2, 2011 from 2:00 p.m. – 3:30p.m. The site will be the corner of Central and Rock.

3. Possible speakers include Rick the Juggler and his Flying Debris show.  Availability in mid-November for grades K-8.  Cost is $450.00. Discussion regarding partnering with another school in order to split the cost. Other speakers include Kier the Magician with his anti-bullying message. Cost $500.00.  The general consensus was to explore the availability of Rick the Juggler
